Rules, Conditions, Programme and Entry Form
Rules & Conditions
Due to increasing interruptions to shooting we have simplified the programme to reduce the number of changeovers. Saturday will start with a 2+7 (300yards) followed by a Kings 2 in stages. 
On Sunday we will start at 300 yards and King 2 in stages, finishing with Final shoot offs for all Classes who have qualified at 600 yards. Please see the Shooting Programme on page 4 below.
The total number of rounds, including sighters, will be 81 (plus 17 for those shooting the final).

Rules and Targets
As per NRA unless otherwise stated.

Ammunition 
Any ammo, including handloads, provided the bullet does not weigh more than 156g. Random samples of ammo may be checked and dismantled. 

Trophies
All trophies to be returned at least one month before the following year’s meeting.

Marking duties
Competitor marking is required.  Anyone shooting both TR and F Class must provide a marker for all details. Anyone leaving early may forfeit some or all their scores and prizes.

FTR class 

The rules for FTR class are as follows:
· Sights:  Scopes allowed
· Front Rests:  Bipod and/or sling only
· Rear Rests:  Bag only (No mechanical rests)
· Ammo: 156g max, .308 or .223 (Or metric equivalents) ONLY
· Ammo samples may be taken from the ammo in use for dismantling and weighing and may not be returned.
Certiﬁcate of Competence and Safety.





All competitors must produce a valid NRA Shooter Competency Card

All competitors from all classes are to use the V‐Bull system. i.e. (a 48
